GOLDEN DORADO
(Salminus Maxillosus)

This fish is named so because of its
salmon-like features and powerful jaws.
Despite its name, though, it isn’t
related to the Salmon. They generally
live in between southern Brazil down to
the mouth of the Parana at Buenos
Aires, Argentina. The fishing season is
from September to May. Golden
Dorado can often be seen in schools of
up to 30 fish hunting minnows. The
largest Dorado on record is 75 pounds!
Dorados are famous for their jumping
abilities and strong jaws. If you’d like
